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HOW IT WORKS

Students must be currently enrolled in, going into, or recently graduated from high school.
To apply, go to www.marylandforestryfoundation.org and follow the steps to submit your
application. Once your full application has been received and reviewed, your local forestry
board will contact you to arrange a short interview. The forestry board will then select
students from their area to attend the camp. Most forestry boards provide financial
assistance in the form of a partial or full student scholarship. Without any assistance,
NRCC tuition is $500.00 plus a $150.00 activity fee. Once selected, detailed instructions
will be provided.

College credit is available. Students, age 16 or older at the time of camp, can elect to earn
two college credits (additional cost) from Allegany College of Maryland upon completion of
an optional exam at the end of camp. The credits will transfer to most Maryland
community colleges and several four-year colleges and universities. College scholarships
are also available based on attendance at the camp.
